(a) to (d) India and USA released a joint statement on February 13, 2025, reaffirming their
commitment to deepening economic ties. Both countries have committed to negotiate a mutually
beneficial, multi-sector Bilateral Trade Agreement under which the countries would focus on
increasing market access, reducing tariff and non-tariff barriers, enhancing supply chain integration
and resolving key trade issues bilaterally in a balanced manner. Government of India continues to
consult with all the stakeholders including industry bodies during negotiation of the Bilateral Trade
Agreement.
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
